In May, Ramona Tolley, Karen Lee, Louise Miller, Janice Phillips and 

I were blessed to be able to represent the Roanoke District at the 

UMW Assembly in Columbus, Ohio.  There were many opportunities 

for community gatherings for worship and hearing insightful speak-

ers, fellowship, participatory workshops and The Experience Hall, 

which included the 150
th
 Journey Exhibit looking through the Past, 

Present and Future.  Part of The Experience Hall was dedicated to 

social justice immersion/action spaces. 

United Methodist Women mission priority issues for the 2016-2020 

quadrennium are: 

Economic Inequality ñWe support measures that would reduce the concentration of wealth 

in the hands of a fewéò (The Book of Discipline of the United Methodist Church, 2016) 

United Methodist Women is advocating for legislation that builds a living wage in at least 25 

states and municipalities. Twenty one percent of children live in households with incomes     

below the federal poverty level. 

Climate Justice ñAll creation is the Lordôs, and we are responsible for the ways in which we 

use and abuse it.  Water, air, soil, minerals, energy resources, plants, animal life, and 

space are to be valued and conserved because they are useful to human beingséò (The 

Book of Discipline of the United Methodist Church, 2016)  United Methodist Women is ad-

vocating for a 25% reduction of carbon emissions by the top two contributing industries. The 

poorest people in industrialized and developing nations suffer the worst effects of climate 

change. About 70% of the worldôs poor are women and children. 

Mass Incarceration and Criminalization of Communities of Color ñWe recognize racism as 

sin and affirm the ultimate and temporal worth of all personséò (The Book of Discipline 

of the United Methodist Church, 2016) United Methodist Women is interrupting the school-to-

prison pipeline by working for a 25% reduction in school arrests and the redesigning of school 

zero-tolerance policies that place children on an adversarial path with law enforcement.  In the 

U.S. today, one in 15 African American children and one in 42 Latino children have a parent in 

prison, as compared to one in 111 white children.

Maternal and Child Health ñéJohn 10:10 says, óI came so that they could have lifeð

indeed, so that they could live life to the fullest.ôéHealth care is a basic human 

rightéò (The Book of Discipline of The United Methodist Church 2016) United Methodist 

Women is working to decrease maternal mortality by calling for the establishment of Maternal 

Mortality Review Committees in every state and building a network of maternal and child 

health advocates to fight for comprehensive reproductive healthcare and education. A quarter 

of a million women worldwide die from preventable causes related to pregnancy and children 

continue to die from preventable diseases.

A Social Action Opportunity 

Last spring during Lent, several downtown Roanoke area churches came together to hold gather-

ings to explore faith and social justice.  The six meetings were held at First Baptist Church Gains-

boro; other churches provided meals, and the clergy put together a program for each week including 

worship, speakers, activities, and lots of conversation.  About 150 people attended each week in-

cluding members of Roanokeôs city council, mayor and city manager, and folks with no church affilia-

tion who were deeply concerned about social justice, racism, and barriers to peace and equality. 

At the last session, many attendees expressed the wish to continue meetings on a monthly basis 

and getting to know one another.  A pastor encouraged all of us to show diversity in faith and race 

as we worship, have fellowship and work on social action projects together.  

The group meets on the third Thursday of the month at 6:00 PM for a simple meal, and then for an 

hour or so of discussion and thoughtful conversation.  Everyone with an interest in social justice is 

welcome to come.  At this time, the September meeting place has not been decided but if your con-

tact First Baptist Church Gainsboro, Greene Memorial UMC, or Central Church of the Brethren, they 

will have that information.
